6. National Research and Education Network (NREN) u pdate 
 

Presently, Bangladesh does not have a NREN. University Grant Commission of 
Bangladesh took an initiative to establish a NREN with the World Bank-supported Higher 
Education Quality Enhancement Project (HEQEP). The brand name of the NREN will be  
Bangladesh Research and Education Network (BDREN), a high performance ICT network 
(Intranet) providing connectivity among educational and research institutions in both public 
and private sectors to enable academics, scientists and researchers engaged in higher 
education and research to communicate with their peers within the country. The project will 
be completed in 2011. 
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7. Your organization’s role in NREN 
 

As a premier technological university of Bangladesh, BUET will be connected on priority 
basis in the proposed BDREN.  BUET will try to exploit the full benefits of NREN by 
contributing as a content provider to BDREN and we are planning to connect our SOI Asia 
site directly other public and private universities through this DBREN with active technical 
support of SOI-Asia.

But due long process the certificates are not 
prepared/ distributed in the last six months and as result they are little bit discouraged. 
 
(ICT), 
students are more likely interested in IT related course. So, If IT related courses are 
offered, more students will attend SOI-Asia courses.
