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The distance learning lecture room can accommodate a maximum of 30 people at any given 

time. The lecture room is also used as an ordinary room for undergraduate students from 8:00 in 
the morning to 12 noon to maximize the use of the room. However, undergraduate classes can 
be transferred to other designated computer rooms as the need arises. There are three (3) other 
available computer rooms (buffer rooms) which can accommodate the undergraduate classes.  

 
Located a few meters from the distance learning classroom are the ordinary lecture rooms (5 

lecture rooms) which can accommodate 50 students at any given time. The rooms can be used 
for group activities and discussions. The rooms are equipped with multimedia projector, has an 
internet connection and complete audio equipment. The furniture and fixtures can be re-arranged 
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according to the desired student activity. A computer connected to a projector with PowerPoint 
presentation to show the slides are used during the lecture. Figure 1 shows the distance learning 
environment at the University of San Carlos. 
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As part of the training of our operators, one of our operators was able to participate in the 
three-month internship program at Keio University to enhance the skills vis-à-vis the SOI network 
operation at the University. Aside from the training, faculty members belonging to the network 
cluster are conducting research studies in the field of specialization.  
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The lecture environment or lecture room has an independent connection to PREGINET. 
PREGINET is managed by the Department of Science and Technology and at present is the 
regional network connecting different research and academic institutions in the Philippines. The 
PREGINET connection at the University of San Carlos is used solely for distance learning and 
delivery of courses. In the past months, the PREGINET connection is 2 MB/s, however, it is 
currently upgrading its facility to support 10MB/s. However, at present, there is a problem with 
our connection to PREGINET. Figure 2 shows the current SOI network setup of the university. �
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The Virtual Center for Technology Innovation in Information Technology (VCTI-IT) is one of 
the components of the Comprehensive Program to Enhance Technology Enterprises or COMPETE, 
which is a high priority flagship program of the Department of Science and Technology (DOST). 
The COMPETE Program aims to catalyze R&D in the private sector, especially among small and 
medium scale enterprises (SMEs), enhance their participation in S&T activities, and upgrade the 
competence of governmental, academic, and private sector institutions involved in S&T activities. 
The main project implemented to address the goals and objectives of VCTI-IT is the 
Development of a High Performance Research and Education Network, or what has become 
known as the Philippine Research, Education, and Government Information Network or 
PREGINET. 
 

PREGINET is a nationwide broadband research and education network that interconnects 
academic, research and government institutions. It is the first government-led initiative to 
establish a National Research and Education Network (NREN) in the country. Establishing 
exchange points allow for richer network connectivity by enabling direct interconnectivity among 
users. Since the NREN is solely used by institutions that are part of the network, apparent 
advantages include reduced cost compared to ISPs, decreased latency, and high bandwidth. 
These facilitate enhanced knowledge sharing and research collaboration within the research and 
education. 
 
Compared with privately owned ISPs that offer Internet connectivity for profit and commercial 
use, PREGINET aims to provide value to the above mentioned institutions in four primary areas:  

• Direct connectivity to international Research and Education networks; 
• Enhanced communication through its value-adding services, such as videoconferencing, 

videostreaming, and Voice over IP; 
• Access to local and foreign content and applications through the conduct of R&D and 

collaboration with other institutions; and 
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• Facilitating the formation of user communities in areas such as agriculture, distance 
education, networking technologies, disaster mitigation and management, bioinformatics, 
and telemedicine. 
 

 
PREGINET is a five-year project funded by the DOST and implemented by the Advanced science 
and Technology Institute (ASTI). PREGINET is a nationwide broadband research and education 
network that interconnects academic, research and government institutions in the Philippines that 
was envisioned to be a catalyst for collaborative research and development among government, 
academic, and research & development (R&D) institutions. The project aims to advance the 
development of next-generation technologies, applications and services with the aim of sharing, 
transferring and making these technologies accessible to PREGINET partners on areas such as 
distance education, agriculture, bioinformatics, telehealth, disaster management, and networking 
technologies. It serves as the Philippines' only research and education network with links to 
international R&E networks such as the Asia Pacific Advanced Network (APAN), the Asian Internet 
Interconnection Initiatives (AI3), and the Trans-Eurasia Information Network 2 (TEIN 2).  
 
In its five years of implementation, PREGINET has established and made operational 18 regional 
access points in most regions of the country. The project has captured a significant niche in the 
R&E community with more than 80 partners comprising of government, academic, and R&D 
institutions. 
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The University of San Carlos is a partner institution of the PREGINET. By becoming part of 
PREGINET, partners are provided the platform to pursue collaborative research, education, and 
other initiatives with leading universities and research institutions abroad. Access to large 
databases, and online libraries are made much faster because of PREGINET’s link with 
international RENs. PREGINET is also part of important research and education initiatives 
globally. 

 
PREGINET is also used as a test-bed to demonstrate novel applications in digital content; 

hazards and disaster monitoring, prediction, warning, and mitigation; e-governance, among 
others. These applications require access to high-speed networks and network services not 
provided over commercial ISP networks. Hence, as a member of PREGINET, we collaborate with 
other institutions in the conduct of research activities within the fields supported by the network. 
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The College of Engineering has chosen to integrate the courses offered by the School on the 
Internet to the graduate curriculum and to some undergraduate programs. Graduate and 
selected undergraduate students attend on-line lectures delivered by professors from partner 
universities through real-time video streaming. The course maybe a supplement to an existing 
lecture course offered for the semester or an entirely separate course. The duration of the course 
varies. Such a practice allows the college to offer highly specialized courses in the curriculum 
even with the limited number of professors. Real-time lectures are archived at the same time to 
allow students to access the lecture materials at their own convenience.

 It is suggested that for students to actively participate in the lectures, follow up questions for 
each site maybe initiated by the lecturer after a specific topic. This simulates the actual face-to-
face learning where the lecturer initiates the question in front of the students to initiate 
interaction in class. By asking specific questions to each remote site, the lecturer will also know if 
the students are following the discussion and have understood the discussion. Such activity will 
also give students from one remote site the opportunity to interact with students from other 
partner sites. This will be an opportunity to form and create a student organization among 
partner sites. The organization can also help facilitate student-to-student interaction or 
interaction among students  
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The following researches are done by our network operators and faculty members belonging to 
the network cluster: 
 

• Network Management Tool Implemented on an IPv6 Environment: A Tool for Computer 
Engineering of University of San Carlos IT Policy 
 
The study aims to create a system working as a background process that will be used as 
a tool that will manage the programs and other process running in the clients 
 

• Creating and Implementation of an IT Policy for the IPv6 Network Infrastructure of the 
Department of Computer Engineering of the University of San Carlos 
 
The study aims to implement an IPv6 network infrastructure of the Department of 
Computer Engineering that will replace the existing IPv4 network configuration, and can 
be integrated to the existing campus network of the USC. It also aims to create and 
implement an IT Policy that will govern the whole department as well. 
 

• Web Server Fail Over System 
 
The study aims to develop a system that simulates the creation of a back-up web server 
in the vent of system failure.

• Development of an Interactive Platform Supporting Peer-to-Peer Live Video Streaming for 

Synchronous Distance Education�
 

The study aims to design and develop an interactive platform with live video streaming 
for a network of smart classrooms as a tool for delivering synchronous distance 
education for graduate programs
